STEP DESCRIPTION: 
 
 
JAZZ BOX, JAZZ BOX ¼ TURN RIGHT
 
1-2 Cross right over left, step back left 
3-4 Step side right, change weight to left foot 
5-8 Cross R over L, step back on L, make a ¼ turn R as you step R to R side, step L next to R 
 
VINE RIGHT, BRUSH, VINE LEFT, TOUCH 
 
1-3 Step right to right side, step left crossed behind right, step right to right side 
4 Brush with the left foot 
5-7 Step left to left side, step right crossed behind left, step left to left side 
8 Touch right beside left 
 
RIGHT SIDE TOUCH, STEP TOGETHER INTO ¼ TURN RIGHT; LEFT SIDE TOUCH, STEP TOGETHER; REPEAT 
 
1-2 Touch right to right side, turn ¼ turn right as you step right next to left (weight on right) 
3-4 Touch left to left side, step left next to right 
5-6 Touch right to right side, turn ¼ turn right as you step right next to left (weight on right) 
7-8 Touch left to left side, step left next to right 
 
ROCK STEPS FORWARD & BACK, SHUFFLE FORWARD 2X 
 
1-2 Rock forward on right. Step in place on left 
3-4 Rock back on right, step in place on left 
5&6 Step right foot forward, step left foot next to right, step right foot forward 
7&8 Step left foot forward, step right foot next to left, step left foot forward 
 
PIVOT ½ TURN, SHUFFLE FORWARD 2X, STOMP 2X 
 
1-2 Step forward onto right foot, pivot ½ turn to left 
3&4 Step right foot forward, step left foot next to right, step right foot forward 
5&6 Step left foot forward, step right foot next to left, step left foot forward 
7-8 Stomp right, Stomp left in place 
  
 
REPEAT
 
The dance ends with a vine left and a stomp
